As green becomes more visible. As birds begin to sing more loudly. As the days grow longer. As the
sun shines a bit warmer. As the air feels a bit cleaner. As the seasons change from winter to spring, our hearts
rejoice. Change is good! As the church season changes from Lent to Easter our hearts rejoice as we cry out:

Christ’s victory over sin and death is the foundation of our Christian faith. We anchor the whole
Christian Church year in the celebration of His glorious resurrection. The Easter season is the high point in the
church calendar. For the Church, everything revolves around Easter Sunday and the season of Easter.

Prior to the celebration of Easter, the Church observes the season of Lent. This period of time lasts 40
days (not including the 6 Sundays in Lent), from Ash Wednesday to the Saturday before Easter morning. The
season of Lent is a time of darkness, a time of reflection, a time of repentance. Lent culminates on Holy Week
as we relive the events of our Lord’s passion and crucifixion. The theme of confession, repentance and darkness
stands in stark contrast to the brightness and light that radiates from our church come Easter Sunday. This
reminds us that because of Christ’s death and resurrection, we have been brought out of darkness into His
marvelous light. From sin to forgiveness. From death to life. Change is good! A

For the seven Sundays that mark the Easter Season, we will gather in our place of worship and celebrate
with joy the resurrection of our Savior. We will behold with our eyes a church building arrayed in all of its
beauty. We will hear with our ears the magnificent songs of praise and joy. We will smell with our noses the

~sweet fragrance of Easter lilies. We will hold in our hands the hand of a fellow brother and sister in Christ and
speak those beloved words, “Peace be with you.” We will walk with our feet to the holy altar and with
reverence and joy receive Christ in His body and blood. We will taste with our lips the fruit of the painful cross
and the empty tomb.

The season of Easter. With our eyes, with our ears, with our noses, with our hands, with our feet, with
our lips... with our hearts we will proclaim, “He is Risen! He is Risen, indeed! Alleluia!” We are so thankful
when the seasons change.
