With its recovery will come
unsuspected power.”

Our Savior prayed the Psalms as he died on the cross.
I encourage you to incorporate the Psalms into your daily prayer life: “Lef the word of Christ dwell

in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and
spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God” (Col. 3:16).

A WINTER WEDDING - MARRIAGE OF REV. T. A . SAUPERT AND MISS EMMA BACHMAN

A very happy wedding occurred at First Avenue Presbyterian Church at 7:30
o’clock last evening, the contracting parties being the Rev. Theodore A. Saupert
of Steelville, IL, and Miss Emma A. Bachman of this city.

The church decorations were quite elaborate, and added beauty to the scene.
The edifice was crowded with the friends of the young people to witness the
ceremony.

[t was a handsome couple, and they presented an interesting picture as they
stood before the vast audience of friends and responded to the words that
united their future lives. Miss Bachman was dressed in nun’s veiling,
Valenciennes lace draped with veil and orange blossoms. She wore a diamond
brooch at the throat.

The groom wore a Prince Albert suit and lavender gloves.

The bridesmaids were Miss Bachman and Miss Saupert. The groomsmen
were Messrs. Falk and Saupert. Six small girls, attired in white and carrying
flowers, preceded the bridal couple as they entered the church.

The ceremony was performed by the Rev. Bachman, assisted by Rev.
Saupert. Following the marriage the young couple repaired to the home of the
bride, where they received many friends. The house was beautifully decorated
with chrysanthemums, entwined with smilax. A sumptuous dinner was spread
during the evening.

The bride is the eldest daughter of the Rev. Bachman, and a most estimable
young lady. She is a great favorite among a large circle of friends. The groom is
a promising young minister of the Lutheran Church of Steelville, I1. He is the
son of Rev. Saupert.

The young people were the recipients of many beautiful and useful presents.

Pastor J. A. A. Saupert [1822-1893] is remembered at St. Paul’s Lutheran
Church by the St. Paul window that is dedicated to him. [Look for the sword
that is the symbol of St. Paul to find this window.] His son, Pastor Theodore A.
Saupert [1866- 1941], served congregations in Harrison Co. Indiana, Steelville
Illinois, Evansville Indiana and Henry Co. Ohio. He was a popular guest
preacher for the German services. He eventually changed his vocation to that
of medicine. Emma Bachman Saupert [1867-1967] lived to be 100 years old.



Applying Biblical Teachings

"So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God" (1 Cor.
10:31). -

These words stand in sharp contrast to the ways of a self-centered sinful world. This
world would tell us that the service of self is to be the primary motivation for all our
actions. This world would tell us that self-serving kindness and charity will satisfy a
guilty conscience. This world would tell us that striving to attain ideals that will change
the world for our benefit is enough.

As believers, each of us is both saint and sinner at the same time. As sinners, we are often
tempted to infuse the ways of this world into our lives. We are tempted to be self-serving.
We say to ourselves, "My lifestyle keeps me extremely busy. I am always on the go doing
what I need to do, but I do set aside an hour for the Lord each week." "If asked, maybe
once a year I volunteer to help a worthy cause and do my part." "Let's see, after
everything is paid, what can I afford to give to the Lord's work at St. Paul's Lutheran
Church? What are the tax implications?" Thus, the temptation is great to put self first and
God a distant second.

The letter to the Hebrews gives this admonition: "Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author
and perfector of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its
shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God" (Heb. 12:2). Through the
Holy Spirit, we are brought to the realization at the foot of the cross that self-centeredness
must be forgotten. We see that only with our eyes firmly fixed on Christ, who is seated in
glory, can the promotion of God's glory be the object of all that we do.

Through the work of the Holy Spirit, God is glorified in us. Christ's love flows from our
hearts so all that we do benefits our neighbor, glorifying the name of God. We glorify
God in our daily living and exhibit our faith by the proper use of all that God has given
us, including our time, abilities, wealth and money. By the power of the Gospel, we do
this as an example for the "good of many, so that they may be saved" (1 Cor. 10:33).

As Christians, we pray that Christ's love may more and more abound in our hearts. We

pray that we may more and more use the perfect gifts — including our financial resources
— God has given us to serve others and glorify His name. God help us to this end.
