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Someone has said, “We cannot properly celebrate Easter until we have first observed
the season of Lent.” During Lent we remember our Lord’s suffering and death. We
remember the sorrow experienced by the disciples during the hours when Jesus was
crucified and lay in the grave. Lent produces a sense of spiritual responsibility for his
death:

Chief of sinners though I be,

Jesus shed his blood for me.
God’s perfect love is revealed in the cross where “Christ died for the ungodly” (Romans
5:6).

With this Lenten preparation we will be ready for a true and joyous celebration of
Easter: “We were therefore buried with Him through Baptism into death in order that,
just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too might live
anew life” (Romans 6:4). “Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In
His great mercy he has given us new birth into a living hope through the resurrection of
Jesus Christ from the dead” (1 Peter 1:3).

We will have many opportunities for worship during the month of March. Please
come and bring a friend.
