Applying Biblical Teachings

Because of God's love for us, as shown through the redemptive work of Christ, we as
Christians are moved to respond with great generosity. For God the Father " . . . did not
spare his own Son, but gave him up for us all — how will he not also, along with him,
graciously give us all things?" (Rom. 8:32). God's love is unconditional and unselfish.

Think about some of God's good gifts:

God gives the seed (Gen. 1:11).
God gives the rain (Job 5:10).

God gives life (Acts 17:25).

God gives health (Jer. 30:17).

God gives strength (Isa. 40:29).
God gives riches (1 Chron. 29:12).
God gives forgiveness (Col. 2:13).
God gives eternal life (Rom. 6:23).

Christians have been given the most precious gift, eternal life. We have also received
countless other spiritual and earthly blessings.

Perhaps you have heard the oxymoron, "stingy Christian." These two terms are
contradictory. "Stingy" and "Christian" when used together make a sad commentary.

At times we give good reason for the term "stingy Christian" to be applied. We often find
it difficult to give. We are constantly tempted, through our wants and fears, to accumulate
for this life. Our human nature has difficulty putting its undivided trust in the Lord.

St. Paul reminds us in Ephesians 2:10 that " . . . we are God's workmanship, created in
Christ Jesus to do good works. . . ." Through the Holy Spirit, we are filled with Christ's
love. Our trust and confidence in our Lord are constantly encouraged. We Christians are
stimulated by the Holy Spirit through Word and the Sacraments to do the good works for
which we were created. In Christ's wonderful love, we are freed to give generously. The
term "stingy Christian" has no place in our lives.

This past month has led us to a deeper appreciation of Paul's words in
Ephesians 2:19.... "You are no longer foreigners and aliens but fellow citizens
with God's people and members of God's household." Being an "alien" can be
bothersome. At the beginning of October we had to make a visa run to the
Cambodian border to renew our visas for 30 days. This trip was like a step back
into history as we saw modes of transportation reminicent of biblical times. By
the end of this month we will be traveling to China for another visa run. This time
we hope to get a 60 day visa which will carry us over until we return to the
States.

Another "alien", Thomas, was confirmed at Concordia Church a few weeks
ago. He is a young Burmese student at Luther Institute of Southeast Asia
training to be an evangelist. His parents live in Mandalay, Myanmar and so for
several weeks all communication with them was cut off. When he returns to
preach in Myanmar he faces possible imprisonment. When he was asked what
he would do if imprisoned, he replied, "When | get out, I'll just go and preach
again." It kind of sounds like some disciples in Acts. .

Sang and Jub-jeeb have both continued their interest in learning more about
the Bible and will continue studying it next term. At our last Bible study, Jub-jeeb
even invited a fellow student to join us, which she did.

We are having term break now and WI!! begin our final term on November 6th.
We are anxious to have our other volunteer missionary teacher, Robin, back to
join us and are praying for an increase in our enroliment.

If you are interested in missions in Southeast Asia and live in the Evansville
area, we would strongly recommend that you go to Trinity Lutheran Church in
Henderson, Ky. on Sunday, November 4th and hear Chuck and Jeanette Groth
share some of the wonderful things that are happening in Cambodia where they
are stationed. They are 'seasoned' career missionaries having previously served
in Africa. Jeanette is our supervisor for volunteer missionaries in this part of
Southeast Asia. _

Although there are some minor problems caused by being an alien in a country
here on earth, we can live in the joy of knowing "our citizenship is in heaven and
we eagerly await a Savior from there" (Phil. 2:20)
