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“sola SGriptu.ra ”

During the Reformation, there were many great truths of the
Christian faith that Martin Luther carefully articulated, one of
which being: We are saved by Grace Alone (Sola Gratia),
through Faith in Christ Alone (Sola Fide) as revealed in the
Scriptures Alone (Sola Scriptura). The Bible alone, and not
human reason or tradition, is the foundation of the Christian
faith. Sola Scriptura, was the fundamental principle upon which
Luther would “build” his reformation of the church. For Luther,
the study of the Scriptures was not an option—it was the most
important task of all. Being immersed in the Word is the top
priority for all those who follow Christ.

Luther would later write, “You should diligently learn the Word
of God and by no means imagine that you know it...This is
what I do. When I get up in the morning, I pray and recite the
Ten Commandments, the Creed, and the Lord’s Prayer with the
children, adding any one of the psalms. I do this only in order
to keep myself well acquainted with these matters, and I do not
want to let the mildew of the notion flow that I know them well
enough. The devil is a greater rascal than you think he is. You
do as yet not know what sort of fellow he is and what a
desperate rogue you are. His definite design is to get you tired
of the Word and in this way to draw you away from it. This is
his aim.” (Luther’s Works, Vol. 32)

“It is certainly one of the greatest calamities on earth that Holy
Scripture is taken so lightly...All other matters, arts, and books
one uses and practices day and night, and there is no end to
working and laboring. Holy Scripture alone lies there as if one
had no need of it...And yet Scripture certainly does not contain
words that are merely to be read, as they think, but it is full of
words that are to be lived that are put down there, not to
speculate and philosophized about but to turn into life and
action...Christ, our Lord, help us sincerely to love and honor
His holy Word. Amen.” (Luther’s Works, Vol. 31)

Martin Luther wrote these words nearly 500 years ago. Words
that could have been spoken at any time, in any age. How true
these words are even today, “The devil’s definite design is to get
you tired of the Word and in this way draw you away from it”,
“It is certainly one of the greatest calamities on earth that Holy
Scripture is taken so lightly”, “Holy Scripture alone lies there as
if one had no need of it.” Next to salvation in Christ, the Holy
Scripture is God’s greatest gift to us his dear children.

The Bible not only shows us our need for a Savior, it gives us
that Savior in Jesus Christ. But that’s not all... the Bible also
empowers us to bear the fruit of salvation, by equipping us to do
good works, thereby showing that we have been redeemed by
Christ the crucified.

It is indeed a ‘calamity’ when we begin to treat the very Word of
God that gives us salvation and at the same time keeps us in that
salvation as somehow unimportant or irrelevant to us, Whata
travesty it is indeed, when we allow the Holy Scriptures to be
neglected in our lives. -

This is the result of the crafty devil enticing our sinful nature
with words of deception similar to those in the garden of Eden:
“Did God really say?”. “Did God really say... ‘Faith comes from
hearing the Word of God’? What he meant was—just going to
church is enough. You hear the Word of God in church, right?
So why bother doing anything else? After all, you're pretty
busy. God understands. Did Jesus really say, ‘If you hold to
my teachings then you are truly my disciples’? What he meant
was—all you really need to know is Jesus loves you. All of the
other teachings in the Bible aren’t that important. He can’t
expect you to know everything that he teaches.”

The devil continually attacks and tries to entice us into false
teaching, sinful behavior, and willful neglect of our relationship
with God. Only through the power of God’s Word are we able
to resist him and stand firm in the faith.

The importance of individual attention to God’s Word can not be
overemphasized.  Individually we need to be prayerfully
immersed in the Bible for our own spiritual growth. But this is
not the only thing that is important for us. Being together with
other Christians, gathered around the Holy Scriptures is also
essential and vital for the strengthening of our faith.

Our marriages are stronger when we gather in the Word.
Our families are stronger when we gather in the Word.
Our friendships are stronger when we gather in the Word.
Our church family is stronger when we gather in the Word.

“Let us hold unswervingly to the hope we profess, for he who
promised is faithful. And let us consider how we may spur one
another on toward love and good deeds. Let us not give up
meeting together, as some’ are in the habit of doing, but let us
encourage one another—and all the more as you see the Day
approaching.” Hebrews 10:23-25

May. the Scriptures Alone be the foundation upon which our
lives, our homes and our church is build. May God bless us
richly as we individually and as a congregation “read, mark,
learn, and inwardly digest” the Word of the Lord. May we
always be a Christ-centered community of believers, FOUNDED

The next time you are at the Lutheran Cemetery take a look at Pastor and Mrs. George
Mohr’s graves, which are across the road from Mayor Bosse’s monument and the graves of
Pastor Frank and his family. Most of his ministry was involved with this section of southern
Indiana.

Pastor George Mohr [1846-1916] was born in Schaatheim, Hesse-Darmstadt. In
response to Pastor Wyneken’s call for German ministers to come to America, he spent three
years studying in Steeden, Germany. In 1867 he came to the United States and went to the
seminary in St. Louis until 1869. He served as the first pastor of St. Peter’s Lutheran Church in

Vincennes, Indiana and helped organize St. John’s Lutheran Church in Cowling, Wabash
- County, Illinois. The core of this congregation was a group of nine families that had come from
the Lutheran Church Missouri Synod congregation in Preble Township, Adams County, Indiana.
The congregation and school were active until the early 1940s. The cemetery is still maintained.
Many of the Evansville Lutheran families of Bosecker, Kirsch, Kleinschmidt, Witte, and
Schmidt came from this congregation. Pastor Mohr married Maria Louise Bosecker from this
congregation.

In 1874 Pastor Mohr went to St. Johannes and St. Jacobi churches in Holland, Dubois
County, Indiana. From 1875 to 1902 he served as pastor at Immanuel Lutheran on Volkmann
Road in Scott Township, Vanderburgh County, Indiana. From there he went to Stacer Indiana
for one year, and then spent 1903 to 1910 in Champaign, Illinois. He retired to Evansville in
1910, and lived on Delaware Street, between Elsas and Heidelbach. His funeral was conducted
here at St. Paul’s. Pastor W.G. Polack of Trinity Lutheran preached on the text Daniel 12:3
“The wise leaders will shine with all the brightness of the sky. And thou who have taught many
people to do what is right will shine like the stars forever.” Pastor Mohr’s wife, Maria Louise
[Bosecker] Mohr, lived in Evansville until her death in 1943.

We are entering the season of the church year when we celebrate the Reformation. This
has always been a special time for the Lutheran Church.

Concordia Seminary in St. Louis has started a ten year special event program in
anticipation of the 500 year anniversary of the Reformation [October 31, 2017]. This year the
Seminary will host a two day conference - “German Days at the Seminary - Faith and Politics in
Luther’s Land - and Here”.

It will begin with a bilingual Matins Service at 9:40 AM on Friday, October 24, 2008 at
the Chapel, and will conclude with the performance of Bach at the Sem on Saturday afternoon.
There will also be a Winzerfest [wine festival] and exhibitions and presentations by Concordia
Historical Institute, The German Heritage Society, and Concordia Publishing House.

The conference itself is centered on the impact of religion on public life. The discussion
will feature scholars from both Europe and America who will discuss the influence of Germany’s
Christian heritage on its political life in the European Union. More information - contact Chad
